Qur driver Healthy Body, Healthy Mind means that one of the things that we
promote is having a balanced diet, rich in essential nutrients and therefore as a
school a healthy lunchbox is important to us.

What should be in a healthy lunchbox?

Eating a healthy, balanced lunch is vital for ensuring children have the right nutrients
and enough energy to see them through the school day, however, achieving this
balance is not always as easy as it sounds. The key to a healthy packed lunch is
variety and getting the right balance of foods to provide children with all of the
nutrients they need to stay healthy. A packed lunch made at home can be a healthy
and delicious choice and gives a parent or carer control over the foods and
ingredients included.

These should be based upon the principles of the Eatwell Guide, encouraging a
lunchbox to contain:

« astarchy food, e.g. potatoes, bread, rice, pasta

« plenty of fruit and vegetables, e.g. carrot sticks, an apple, sliced cucumber
+ asource of protein, e.g. beans, pulses, egg, fish, meat

+ ahealthy drink, e.g. water, semi-skimmed milk.

As a healthier lunchbox school, we suggest to parents/carers that foods high in fat
salt and sugars should not be included (such as crisps, confectionary and sugar-

containing carbonated drinks).
